With a focus on reading and writing TEKS, the teacher will implement Guided Reading instruction, Open-ended Response (OER) instruction and practice with each poem taught and, original poetry instruction and practice.


Once a second piece is taught, the teacher will introduce and guide the students through a Connecting OER using the two pieces.


Once several personal narrative responses have been written, one piece needs to be developed through the entire writing process


With a focus on viewing and representing TEKS, the teacher will implement activities using art and other media.
