Model:


Guided reading of a piece of literature


Assessment of reading (TAKS formatted questions)


Open-Ended Response (OER) question over piece of literature read


Personal narrative response over literature read


Guided reading of a second piece of literature


Assessment of reading (TAKS formatted questions)


Personal narrative response second piece of literature


Connecting OER for the two pieces of literature taught


*This is just one example of a model lesson to follow.  Repeat the process for each piece taught.
