Fact-Filled Birthday Cards

Skill: Summarizing information

· What a better war to remember two presidents' birthdays than with cards made in their honor?  Mount likenesses of George Washington and Abraham Lincoln on a prepared bulletin board.

· Explain to students the significance of Presidents' Day.

· Then, for each featured president, write student generated facts on a poster.

· Discuss and add any other fact from this page before displaying the posters, Invite students to use provided resources to research additional information.

· Next, give each student a copy of the following page, a 9"x12" sheet of construction paper, and access to arts-and-crafts supplies. To make a card in honor of either Washington or Lincoln, the youngster cuts out her birthday card form and the appropriate picture. She summarizes what she knows about the chosen president and then colors the form and picture.
