What a Combination!
· Read aloud the humorous story Once There Was a Bull ... Frog by Rick Walton.

· Then revisit selected compound words with students.

· Guide students to recognize that the two words that make up a compound word often give clues to its meaning.

· Next, give each student a 4 ½" x 12" piece of white paper and assign her a compound word.

· The youngster folds in the two ends of her paper so that they meet in the middle, making two flaps.

· She writes the words that make the compound word on separate flaps and illustrates each one.

· She unfolds the paper and then titles the middle section with the compound word.  She writes a sentence with the word and illustrates her work.
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
