Considering Capacity

This will sweeten students' understanding of capacity.

· Here is a great journaling activity.

· To make a mug shaped journal, students staple a supply of writing paper between two six-inch construction paper squares. 

· Next, he folds in half a four-inch construction paper square, cuts out a handle shape, staples the cutout along one side of his journal.

· After he trims away the two bottom corners of the journal, he writes his name on the front cover and then illustrates it to resemble a mug of hot cocoa.

· On each of several days, display a true or an obviously false statement about capacity.

· A child copies the statement and writes why he believes it is true or false. Ask that each student provide an accurate alternative for every false statement.

· After several entries are made, serve hot cocoa and invite each writer to share his favorite entry with the class.
