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For Good Measure

· Turn measurement practice into a tasty experience!

· Give each student a handful of individually wrapped chocolates and a copy of the following page.

· A student estimates each length and then uses her manipulative to measure to the nearest chocolate candy.

· When the activity is completed, ask students to report the measurements they have recorded. 

· Then invite students to critique their estimates and describe for the class the patterns they discover. (For example, a child may notice that her estimates have become more accurate.)

· Plan to repeat the activity on another day using different sized candy manipulative. 
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
